WIERFAS, the Oneida Public Safety Departnalt was created and designated the
responsibility of law enforcenent on the Oneida Indian Reservatioo
pursuant to the Constitution of the Oneida Tribe, and

professional law enforc~t officers, qualified to exercise all
law enforc~t duties, and

WHEREAS, the Oneida Pub lic Safety ~partnent has been recognized by federal,
