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Because of the help of
this Oneida Chief in
cementing a friendship
between the six nations
and the colony of
Pennsylvania, a new
nation, the United States
was made possible.

Oneidas bringing several
hundred bags of corn to
Washington's starving army
at Valley Forge, after the
colonists had consistently
refused to aid them.

with he help of the Department of Housing and Urban Development-Indian

Home Grant Program, for Indian Tribes, and with Oneida Community input,
woul like to expand the supply of affordable housing, and

WHEREAS, the qneida Tribe believes that the Oneida Family will be strengthened by
prom~ting the values of our Oneida Identity by providing housing.

NOW, THEREFO , BE IT RESOLVED: That the Oneida Tribe of Indians of Wisconsin-
Oneida Community Development Program authorizes and submits this grant application to
the Department of ousing and Urban Development-Indian Home Grant Program for the
purpose of securing ffordable, well built housing for those who cannot financially provide it
for themselves.



NOW, THEREFO BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED THAT: The Oneida Community is
aware of the ongoi g funding with adequate information concerning the amount of funds
available for propos d community development and housing activities, the range of activities
that may be assisted, and other important program requirements, and solicited their view and
participation and fu hermore, developed and published or posed a community development
statement in such a manner as to afford affected residents and opportunity to examine its
contents and to sub it comments.
