WHEREAS, the Oneida Business Committee may be delegated duties and 
responsibilities by the Oneida General Tribal Council and is at all 
times subject to the review powers of the Oneida General Tribal Council, 
and 

WHEREAS, septic systems are expensive to replace and, 

WHEREAS, too much water going into the septic system can lead to a failure of the 
septic system. , 

NCW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED: that the Oneida Tribe shall develop a program to 
assist tribal homeowners to replace commodes and other fixtures that use too much 
water.
