WHEREAS, the requirements of the Oneida Pardon Ordinance and Oneida Pardon
Procedures Policy have been fulfilled, and

WHEREAS, the Oneida Screening Committee hereby recommends _ DENYING  the
pardon petition of __Jay Williams , Petitioner.
