NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the Oneida Tribe of Indians of Wisconsin make application to the 
State of Wisconsin, Department of Administration, Division of Housing for a HUD Grant to increase essential, 
supportive services and rehabilitate a select facility for use as emergency transitional housing for eligible tribal 
members. 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Oneida Tribal Chairwoman, or the Vice Chair, is hereby authorized to 
negotiate and execute the contract and any amendments thereto.
