Amendment to Corporate Charter of the Oneida Seven Generations Corporation Regarding

Appointment of Members of the Board of Directors

the Oneida General Tribal Council is the duly recognized governing body of the Oneida Tribe of Indians of
Wisconsin, and

the General Tribal Council has been delegated the authority of Article 1V, Section | of the Oneida Tribal
Constitution, and

the Oneida Business Committee may be delegated duties and responsibilities by the Oneida General
Tribal Council and is at all times subject to the review powers of the Oneida General Tribal Council, and

the Oneida Business Committee created the Oneida Seven Generations Corporation by granting a
corporate charter by adoption of resolution # BC-12-04-96-B, which has been amended from time to time,

and

the Oneida Business Committee is authorized to amend this corporate charter as identified in Article XVI
of the charter, and

the Oneida Business Committee desires to amend the corporate charter to clarify the process by which
appointments are made to the Board of Directors.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the Oneida Business Committee does hereby amend the corperate charter of
the Oneida Seven Generations Corporation in the following manner.

(D) Appointment, Number, Term of Office

a. The Board of Directors will be made up of seven (7) members or such number as set by
Oneida Business Committee resolution, who shall serve five (5) year terms.

b. Board members shall be members of the Oneida Tribe of Indians of Wisconsin age 21 or
older, provided that at least two Board members may be non-members of the Tribe.

c. All members may serve unlimited terms of office, provided that if nonmembers are
appointed in accordance with this Article they shall be limited to a single five (5) year
term.

d. All Board members must have experience in one or more of the following areas: real

estate, commercial development, business management, risk management, finance,
tribal government or accounting.



e, The Chalr of the Oneida Business Committee shall make recommendations to appoint
Board members who shall be approved by vote of the Oneida Business Commitiee al an
Oneida Business Committes meeting in accordance with rules or processes as may be
set forth by the Oneida Business Commiltee.

f. Board members shall take an oath of office glven by an officer of the Qneide Business
Comrnittee member; such cath shall not be required to be given during an Cneida
Business Committee meeling.

g. Vacangies on the Board of Directors shall be filled by efther appointment of the Oneida
Business Committee in accordance with the processes set forth this section for either the
remainder of the vacant term of office or for a full five (5) year term as may be necessary
to stagger terms of office or qualifications of Board members.

h. A Board member shall hold office untl his or her replacement is appointed by the Cneida
Business Commitiee, provided that such holdover period shall not iast ionger than three
months.
