recognized by the laws of the United States, and 

the Oneida General Tribal Council is the governing body of the Oneida Tribe of Indians of Wisconsin, 

the Oneida Business Committee has been delegated authority under Article IV, Section 1 of the Oneida 
Tribal Constitution by the Oneida General Tribal Council, and 

the Oneida Tribe of Indians of Wisconsin has determined that the overall goal of the Oneida Tribe is to 
protect, maintain and improve the standard of living and the environment in which the Oneida people live, 
and 

the Oneida Tribe of Indians of Wisconsin is the Tribally Designated Housing Entity under the Native 
American Housing Assistance and Self Determination Act of 1996 currently is in the process of a series of 
housing development projects over the next few years due to various grant opportunities, and 

the Oneida Tribe of Indians of Wisconsin has found that there is a need to provide life skills development 
to tribal members who are Oneida Housing Authority tenants that will promote self-sufficiency and 
economic independence and enable participating families to increase earned income, reduce or eliminate 
the need for welfare assistance, make progress toward achieving economic independence and housing 
self-sufficiency. 

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Oneida Tribe of Indians of Wisconsin authorizes and submits a grant 
application to the 2012 Resident Opportunity and Self-Sufficiency (ROSS) Service Coordinators Program for the provision 
of a Service Coordinator to provide supportive services and other activities designed to help Public and Indian housing 
residents attain economic and housing self-sufficiency.
