WHEREAS, the Oneida Business Committee has been delegated authority under Article IV, Section 1
of the Oneida Tribal Constitution by the Oneida General Tribal Council, and
WHEREAS, the Oneida Tribe of indians of Wisconsin has determined that the overall goal of the
Oneida Nation is to protect, maintain and improve the standard of living and the
environment in which the Oneida people live, and
WHEREAS, the Oneida Tribie of Indians of Wisconsin recognizes the critical community need for
career and technical education programs; and

technical educztion to the reservation communities of the Menominee Indian Tribe of

with the projects eligible for funding under the “Native American Career and Technical
Education Program (NACTEP)” competitive area to the Oneida Tribe;
