the Oneida Business Committee has been delegated the authority of Article IV, Section 1, of the Oneida 
Tribal Constitution by the Oneida General Tribal Council, and 

the Oneida Pardon and Forgiveness Screening Committee reviewed the pardon application of Presley 
Moore at a duly called hearing held on May 16, 2013; and 

the requirements of the Pardon and Forgiveness Law have been fulfilled. 

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Oneida Business Committee by this resolution hereby: 

D Approves the pardon of Name for the crime(s) of , and notifies the Oneida Tribe of Indians of 
Wisconsin and its agencies that she/he is recognized as a member of the Oneida Tribe of Indians of 
Wisconsin to have all the benefits and opportunities available to all other persons as if the criminal 
offenses(s) pardoned by this resolution did not exist. The pardon has been approved based on the 
following: 

1. List of reasons for approving the pardon per 5.9-3. 
0 Denies the pardon of Presley Moore, for the crime(s) of 1. burglary to a building or dwelling, 2. Battery, 
3. OAR, and notifies him that he may request another pardon after one (1) year from the date of 
certification of this document. The pardon has been denied based on the following: 

1. List of reasons for denying the pardon per 5.9-3. 
• He has 2 past charges and 2 current charges on him 
• Lack of Motivation 
• Questionable about his education goals/employment goals/family needs/responsibility
