WHEREAS, the goal of the Oneida Tribe is to protect, maintain, and promote self-sufficiency and self
reliance by providing housing for those Oneida Tribal members who cannot afford it, and

WHEREAS, the Oneida Tribe through the Oneida Housing Development Program and with collaboration
of the U.S. Dept of Interior; Housing Improvement Program (HIP), and with Oneida
Community input, would like to have an accurate and updated inventory of current HIP needs,
and

WHEREAS, the Oneida Tribe believes that the Oneida Family will be strengthened by promoting the values

of our Oneida Identity by providing housing.
