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Because of the help of
this Oneida Chief in
cementing a friendship
between the six nations
and the colony of
Pennsylvania, a new
nation, the United States
was made possb!e.
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Oneidas bringing several
hundred bags of corn to
Washington's starving army
at Valley Forge, after the
colonists had consistently
refused to aid them.

Resolution to Declare Official Intent Under Reimbursement Bond Regulations

WHEREAS, the Oneida Tribe of Indians of Wisconsin is a federally recognizcd Indian
government and a treaty tribe recognized by the laws of the United States of
America; and

WHEREAS, the Oneida General Tribal Council is the governing body of the Oneida Tribe of
Indians of Wisconsin; and

WHEREAS, the Oneida Business Committee has been delegated the authority of Article IV of
the Oneida Tribal Constitution by the General Tribal Council; and

WHEREAS, the Internal Revenue Service has promulgated Internal Revenue Code Regulation
§1.l50-2 (the "Regulations") with respect to proceeds of tax-exempt borrowings
used to reimburse prior capital expenditures; and

WHEREAS, one of the requirements of the Regulations is that an issuer must timely declare an
intention to reimburse itself for the expenditure from proceeds of a tax-exempt
borrowing ("Official Intent"); and

WHEREAS, the Oneida Tribe of Indians of Wisconsin (the "Tribe") is planning an issuance of
bonds/notes (the "Obligations") for the purpose of financing the acquisition and
improvements to the Thornberry at Oneida Golf Course (the "Project"; and

WHEREAS, certain expenditures may be made in connection with the Project prior to the
issuance of the Obligations for which the Tribe will seek reimbursement from
proceeds of the Obligations once the Obligations are issued.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLYED, that pursuant to the Regulations, it is the reasonable
intention of the Tribe to use proceeds of the Obligations to reimburse expenditures made on the
Project as defined above.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that pursuant to the Regulations, the maximum principal
amount of debt expected to be issued for the Project on the date hereof will not exceed
$15,000,000.



BE IT FINALLY RESOLVED, that pursuant to the Regulations, this statement of Official
Intent is made pursuant to Internal Revenue Code Regulation §I. I50-2.
