Adopting the Motor Vehicle Registration Fee Schedule 

 
WHEREAS, the Oneida Tribe of Indians of Wisconsin is a federally recognized Indian government and 

a treaty tribe recognized by the laws of the United States of America; and 
 
WHEREAS, the Oneida General Tribal Council is the governing body of the Oneida Tribe of Indians of 

Wisconsin; and 
 
WHEREAS, the Oneida Business Committee has been delegated the authority of Article IV of the 

Oneida Tribal Constitution by the Oneida General Tribal Council; and 
 
WHEREAS, the Oneida Business Committee adopted amendments to the Motor Vehicle Registration 

Law on April 22, 2015; and 
 
WHEREAS,  the amendments to the Motor Vehicle Registration Law allows the Oneida Business 

Committee to adopt a motor vehicle registration fee schedule, based upon 
recommendation or the Oneida Licensing Department; and  

 
WHEREAS, the Oneida Licensing Department has recommended that the Oneida Business 

Committee consider adopting the attached motor vehicle registration fee schedule; and 
 
WHEREAS, the recommended fee schedule does list what the WI Department of Transportation's fee 

schedule is. 
  
NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Oneida Business Committee hereby adopts the attached 
motor vehicle registration fee schedule to be effective October 1, 2015.
