WHEREAS, the Oneida Tribe through the Oneida Domestic Abuse Program would like to help children
recognize the dynamics of domestic violence, to aid children in grieving losses resulting from
violence, teach children empowerment strategies to preserve their safety and to educate
children in nonviolent methods to resolve conflicts on the Oneida Reservation, and

overall health and wellness of all Oneida Community members, especially for children in
abusive situations.
