WHEREAS, the Oneida Tribe of Indians of Wisconsin is a federally recognized Indian government and a Treaty Tribe
recognized by the laws of the United States, and

WHEREAS, the Oneida General Tribal Council is the governing body of the Oneida Tribe of Indians of Wisconsin, and

WHEREAS, the Oneida Business Committee has been delegated authority under Article IV, Section 1 of the Oneida
Tribal Constitution by the Oneida General Tribal Council, and

WHEREAS, the Oneida Tribe of Indians of Wisconsin has determined that the overall goal of the Oneida Tribe is to
protect, maintain and improve the standard of living and the environment in which the Oneida people live,
and

WHEREAS, the Oneida Tribe of Indians of Wisconsin understands there is a need to continue to implement the
Wisconsin Tribal Community Reintegration Program, and

WHEREAS, the Oneida Tribe of Indians of Wisconsin also understands that the primary goal of this program is to
provide case management, assistance and advocacy to Native American adults who have been
incarcerated and are transitioning back to the Oneida, Menominee and Stockbridge-Munsee reservations,
and

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Oneida Tribe of Indians of Wisconsin authorizes and supports a FY
2012 Second Chance Act Supplemental Funding grant application to the U.S. Department of Justice/Bureau of Justice
Assistance in the amount of $550,000,
