Child Support Law Amendments

WHEREAS, the Oneida Tribe of Indians of Wisconsin is a federally recognized Indian government and a treaty tribe
recognized by the laws of the United States of America, and

WHEREAS, the Oneida General Tribal Council is the governing body of the Oneida Tribe of Indians of Wisconsin, and

WHEREAS, the Oneida Business Committee has been delegated the authority of Article IV, Section 1, of the Oneida
Tribal Constitution by the Oneida General Tribal Council, and

WHEREAS, the Oneida Business Committee adopted the Child Support Law (Law) on June 24, 2009 to govern the
obligation of parents to provide financially for their children, and

WHEREAS, the Law has been amended in 2010, 2011 and was most recently amended on October 10, 2012, and

WHEREAS, removing the time frame required for the Family Court (Court) to hold a hearing after a petition is filed
allows the Court more flexibility in scheduling hearings and allows the Court the ability to better manage
its calendar for efficiency, and

WHEREAS, the amendment to remove the specific time frames surrounding notice allows the Court to operate more
efficiently and still remains consistent with service requirements provided for in the Law, and

WHEREAS, other amendments are being made to update the Law to remove the reference to the Oneida Appeals
Commission and replace it with the Family Court pursuant to GTC resolution 07-01-13-B, and

WHEREAS, a public meeting on these amendments was held on January 30, 2014, in accordance with the Legislative

Procedures Act.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the attached amendments to the Child Support law are hereby adopted.
