the Oneida Tribe of Indians of Wisconsin is a federally recognized Indian government and a treaty 
tribe recognized by the laws of the United States of America, and 

the Oneida General Tribal Council is the governing body of the Oneida Tribe of Indians of 
Wisconsin, and 

the Oneida Business Committee has been delegated the authority of Article IV, Section 1, of the 
Oneida Tribal Constitution by the Oneida General Tribal Council, and 

the Oneida Business Committee wishes to enter into a government-to-government agreement to 
transfer Tribal Transportation Program funds from the Bureau of Indian Affairs to the Oneida 
Tribe of Indians. 

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Oneida Business Committee approves the adoption of the 2013 
Tribal Transportation Program Agreement between the Oneida Tribe of Indians of Wisconsin and the United 
States Department of Interior Bureau of Indian Affairs and approves the referenced funding agreement for fiscal 
year 2013.
