the Oneida Tribe of Indians of Wisconsin is a federally recognized Indian government and a treaty
tribe recognized by the laws of the United States of America, and

the Oneida General Tribal Council is the governing body of the Oneida Tribe of Indians of
Wisconsin, and

the Oneida Business Committee has been delegated the authority of Article IV, Section 1, of the
Oneida Tribal Constitution by the Oneida General Tribal Council, and

Section IV of the Personnel Policies and Procedures provides accrual rates for personal and
vacation for employees of the Oneida Tribe of Indians of Wisconsin, and

no limit was placed on the number of days an employee could accrue, and

in an effort to be fiscally responsible, the Oneida Business Committee passed emergency
amendments to the Personnel Policies and Procedures capping the number of hours of vacation
and personal time an employee may accrue and allowing an employee to place the accrued time
over the cap in a bank to be utilized by December 31, 2012, and

some employees, due to shortage of staff, are unable to use the banked hours before the
December 31, 2012 deadline and will lose the accrued time, and

to alleviate the loss of accrued time, through no fault of the employee, the Oneida Business
Committee proposes to offer employees an opportunity to exchange their banked hours for
Oneida Gift cards.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, the Oneida Business Committee autherizes the exchange of banked
hours for Oneida Gift cards with the exchange to be completed by December 31, 2012.
