Land to Trust Pilot Program

WHEREAS, the Oneida Tribe of Indians of Wisconsin is a federally recognized Indian
government, a Treaty Tribe recognized by the laws of the United States, and a
Self-Governance Tribe with the Department of the Interior's Bureau of Indian
Affairs and with the Department of Health and Human Service’s Indian Health
Service; and |

WHEREAS, the Oneida General Tribal Counéil is the governing body of the Oneida Tribe of
Indians of Wisconsin; and

WHEREAS, the Oneida Business Committee has been delegated authority under Article IV,
Section 1 of the Oneida Tribal Constitution by the Oneida General Tribal Council
and : ‘

WHEREAS, it is the mission of the Oneida Tribe of Indians of Wisconsin to protect and
improve the resources, the standards of living, and the environment in which the
Oneida people live while maintaining, enforcing, and exercising the sovereign
rights of the Oneida Nation; and

WHEREAS, the Oneida Tribe of Indians of Wisconsin has determined that regaining control
over the land within the original Oneida Reservation in Wisconsin is one of its

highest priorities; and '

WHEREAS, Article I, Section 2(b) of the Compact of Self-Governance with the U.S.
Department of the Interior provides that the Oneida Tribe of Indians of Wisconsin
can reallocate funds for such programs, activities, functions, or services according
to its Tribal priorities; and

WHEREAS, Section 2 of the 2004 and 2005 Self-Governance Funding agreement states that
the Oneida Tribe of Indians of Wisconsin has broad authority to consolidate and
reallocate funding between programs without further approval from the Secretary

of the Department of the Interior.
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NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED: the Oneida Tribe of Indians of Wisconsin directs
that a portion of the earliest (FY 1994-1998)consolidated funds within the Tribe’s '
Self-Governance Reserve Account be used to fund the land-to-trust pilot program negotiated
between the Oneida Tribe of Indians of Wisconsin and the Midwest Regional Office of the U.S.
Department of the Interior’s Bureau of Indian Affairs.
