WHEREAS,	 the Oneida Pardon Screening Committee has presented a Pardon Petition on 
behalf of BRANDON STEVENS, and 

WHEREAS,	 the requirements of the Oneida Pardon Ordinance and Oneida Pardon Procedures 
Policy have been fulfilled, and 

WHEREAS,	 the Oneida Pardon Screening Committee hereby recommends APPROVING 
the pardon petition of BRANDON STEVENS, Petitioner. 

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Oneida Business Committee by this resolution 
hereby:
