WHEREAS, the Oneida Tribe of Indians of Wisconsin is a federally
recognized Indian government and a treaty tribe recog-
nized by the laws of the United States, and

WHEREAS, the Oneida General Tribal Council is the governing body
of the Oneida Tribe of Indians of Wisconsin, and

WHEREAS, the Oneida Business Committee has been delegated the
authority of Article IV, Section 1 of the Oneida Tribal
Constitution by the Oneida General Tribal Council, and

WHEREAS, the Oneida Tribe joined the National 1Indian Gaming
Association to advance the wunderstanding of the public
as to the importance of gaming as a legitimate source of
revenue for tribal governments, and

WHEREAS, another purpose of joining other tribes in NIGA was to
present a united voice to the United States Congress to
exercise its trust responsibility to Indian governments
and people by assisting them in protecting their
sovereign regulatory authority from infringement by
local and state governments, and

WHEREAS, the Oneida Tribe believes that NIGA can take the
responsibility of 1leadership and representation as it
has stated in the past by:

1. Employing 1Indian people 1in spokesman positions,

2. Working in concert with other national Indian
organizations to protect tribal governmental
interests,

3. Speaking out vigorously in Congress, before the
National Indian Gaming Commission, and other
agencies of governments that interact with tribes
that conduct gaming,

4. Communicating openly, directly and frequently with
NIGA member governments, seeking their counsel and
response to positions proposed by Officers and the
Executive Committee.
