WHEREAS, tile Oneida Tribe of Indians of Wisconsin has a responsibility to restore and
protect the natural resources of the Oneida Reservation, and

WHEREAS, the Comprehensive Enviroillnental Response, Compensation, al1d Liability Act
(CERCLA) § 107 (1) (1) affords the Oneida Tribe of Indians of Wisconsin the
authority to act as a trUstee for natural resources affecting the Oneida Reservation,
and

WHEREAS, the Oneida Tribe of Indians of Wisconsin is a co-trustee for tile Fox River/Green
Bay NRDA as described in the May 7, 2002 Memorandum of Agreement between
the governmental parties involved in the NRDA.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED: that the Oneida Business Committee confirms the
Oneida Business Committee Member, Paul Ninllam, as the Official Trustee for all
matters related to the Oneida Tribe of Indians of Wisconsin asserting its authority
as a trustee for natural resources as described III § 107 (f) (1) ofCERCLA.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED: tllat the Oneida Business Committee
appolllts tile Enviro1l1llental Quality Director to act as the Alternate Trustee for the
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Oneida Tribe of Indians of Wisconsin in the absence of the Business Conllnittee
Member. -

NOW THEREFORE BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED: that the Oneida Business Colnmittee
appoints tile Environmental, Health & Safety Area Manager as tile Alternate
TI"Ustee in tile absence of the Environmental Quality Director.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED: that the Official Trustee and Alternate
Trustee will make all reasonable efforts to discuss posted Trustee Council agenda
items and request direction from the Oneida Business Conmlittee prior to all
scheduled Trustee Council meetings-.a11drepO11 all actions takel1- by the Tl~stee
Council directly to the Oneida Business Con1ffiittee within two weeks following
all Trustee Council meetings.
