WHEREAS, the Oneida Tribe of Indians of Wisconsin is a federally recognized Indian government and a
treaty tribe recognized by the laws of the United States of America; and

WHEREAS, the Oneida General Tribal Council is the governing body of the Oneida Tribe of Indians of
Wisconsin; and

WHEREAS, the Oneida Business Committee has been delegated the authority of Article TV of the Oneida
Tribal Constitution by the Oneida General Tribal Council; and

WHEREAS, the Oneida Trust Scholarship Fund was created to provide financial assistance scholarships to
assist eligible Oneida Tribal members in securing higher educational opportunities; and

WHEREAS, the Trust/Enrollment Committee has submitted amendments to the Oneida Trust Scholarship
Fund Policy and Procedures; and

WHERFEAS, the amendments submitted relate to increasing the amount of the scholarship from $2,500 to
$3,000 and making this a life-time amount, instead of a one-time payment; and

WHEREAS, 2 public hearing was held October 27, 2009, for the adoption of the amendments to the
Oneida Trust Scholarship Fund Policy.

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the attached amendments to the Oneida Trust Scholarship
Fund Policy are hereby adopted.
