Finally settled that we plead ,~ite the government to give 
tax pa,yers and even renters this aid becuse, to help Trust land 
owners, would be helping too few. To give as we suggest would be 
helping, to lessen Relief Clients. This was put to motion and sec­
conded and a,yes carried - no's none. NOlI}' Chairman's report; election 
for the Federal Charter May 1, 1937 and that we have a Tribal meeting 
April 30, 1937. Peru Faver write us. 

A report that when we have our money any anount from $1, 000 and 
less, we can handle ourselves an over that , we have to report it 
to v.Tashington D. C. for approval. 

Peru Farver just returned from Washington D. C. reported success­
ful trip for us. Motion and seconded that we have a shock of corn 
for back ~ound and worded with us - Oneida Indians Incorporated on 
our seal. Motion that Mr. Christy vV'rite the Department, seconded. 

Handle George Peter's case concerning rental contract with the 
government. And we 'I'nll release his bondsmen. 

Tabled Election Board for later date. David Skenandore and 

Josephine Skenandore were accepted into our corporation. 

Chauncey Powless, deceased, son of Abram Powless and, said 
Abram Powless has been paying taxes without deed. 

Look UP Philip Skenandore's lot, 26 acres. Motioned to 
adjourn 10: 55 o'clock P.M.
