The residents living in the house on 29/U have moved out. The house will be
rented as soon as possible. The Land Committee has had no response on the
counter offer to the Peterson landowners.

A Land Rites Committee consisting of at least (10) people from Six Nation Com-
munities will be coming t,o Oneida, Wis. to discuss New York Land Claims. The
meeting will be March 12, and 13, at the Sacred Heart Center.
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A tentative meeting was discussed for March 6 to go over preliminary informa-
tion for the meeting on March 12 and 13.

Lloyd made a motion to have the Tribe support this community meeting on Land
Claims on March 12, and 13, and that Norbert will work as the coordinator from
the Business Committee along with Art Skenandore, Jr. Tony seconded. MOtioncarried.

INDIAN EDUCATION ACT RESOURCE & EVALUATION CENTER

The U.S. Department of Education is planning to close the Indian Education Act
(lEA) Resource and Evaluation Center II as of February 25, 1983. Center II
serves the Northern Plains area, including Wisconsin. The closing of the Center
would mean that there would no longer be any training or technical assistance
available to the 264 lEA projects (including Parts A, B, and C) in the eight
state region. The Education Department has already closed Centers I and V that
served the Eastern and Southern Plains states. The closing of the Centers has
been a purely administrative decision in that the Congress has appropriated funds
for the on-going operations of the Centers.

The closing of Center II would adversely affect the quality of education for the
37,205 Indian children in the Center II service area. The Center provides
valuable assistance to the lEA projects in project management, evaluation,
counseling techniques, tutoring methods and other areas.

Mark made a motion to have Lloyd draft a resolution stating the Tribes position
to keep the Center operational. (Resolution II 2-7-83-A) Tony seconded. Motion
carried.
