The Business Committee approved the fishing requlations on March 5, 1984. Rick
is recommending some changes on these regqulations.

REVENUE SHARING REPORT ~ Kathy

The Thompson Publishing Group presented the workshon on Revenue Sharino. The first-
part of the workshop was spent reviewing the leqislative process utilized by Congress
to approve the Revenue Sharing Bill throuch Fy'86é.

The major part of the session was spent discussing the chances made with this new
Bill. The major change which we and every Revenue Sharinc recipient need to be
totally aware of is Section 504 of the Rehabilitation Act oF 1983 which basically
prohibits discrimination on the basis of handicapped status.

Compliance with this section involves much more than what may originally be viewed.
By accepting the FY '84 entitlement of $35,000. we must see that we are complying
with Section 504 in all phases of our operations. As an example, all our services
must be accessible to the handicapped. All of our buildings should have ramps; the
Business Committee minutes must at least have a nlan to make them available to the
blind and public meetings must be planned for attendance by the deaf. The first
step which must be taken is to assion the responsibilitu for Section 504 to one
person. My suggestion would be to make the Personnel Manager the 504 Coordinator.

Mark moved to approve the recommendation, ‘ordon ‘econded. Motion Carried.

‘crry Hill recuest that Sharon llouse Cornelius be aiven the full meal allowance of
'23.00 per day for the American Indian Law Conference in Phoenix. This Conference
s scheduled for April 4th through April 7th, 1984.

ThHe reason I am requesting this is because Phoenix is a high rate area, the lodging
is more than what is normally allowed ($52.00 per dau - averace, Phoenix - §58.30
per day), and this would only leave Sharon with $20.10 for meals for the entire trinp.

Kathy moved to approve the request. Gordon Seconded. Motion Carried.

Sharon Cornelius requested reimbursement of $27.65 for the New York Trip of
february 21-22, 1984 for the same reasons. Loretta moved to approve. Lols seconded
Motion Carried.

Ina memo of March 9, 1984 to Dr. Gerald Prindiville, District Director and Mr.
Eugene Sladky, Board Chairman it was stated that the Oneida Tribe would like to make
the following comments:

Recently we became aware of N.W.T.I.'s Fmployee Education Programs. This
could meet the needs of the Oneida Community. In the past it was difficult
to develop classes/programs with N.W.T.I. because organization/individuals
didn't know who to contact.

There is a need for a Native American Counselor that Oneida, other Tribes,
and Green Bay Native American Community can better relate to. This has
been a nroblem in manu educational institutions.
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8.  Perhaps not airectly related to, but a statement here is needed
concerning financial aids. The current NWTI policy can and does have a
negative effect on lower income/unemployed Oneida individuals. L would
hope that some compromise could be discussed between the Oneida
Education Office and NWTI Financial Aids Office, alsc FAF's scheduling
i8 difficult to comply with in many cases. Perhaps this too could be
negotiated between the NWII and Oneida Education Office.

Kathy moved to approve. Loretta seconded. Mark opposed. Motion carried.

Loretta ts doing follow-up on the 1% funding set aside on a national level
for Indian people at the Technical schools and/or tribal programs.

9:45 A.M. Executive Session

There was discussion about the continued employment of the Tribal
Admintstrator, Tony Utschig. A letter was presented regarding Tony Utschig's
termination. Mark moved to approve the letter in regard to the Tribal
Administrator position and that the Tribal Administrator continue on until
such time as we have a replacement, and that the content of the letter
indicated the differences of philosophies in regard to administration of
Tribal activities. Mark would like Tony Utschig to respond with an
explanation about these differences so that the Tribe can use this
information to help whoever comes into that position. Lloyd seconded. Lois
abstained. (Mark, Lloyd, Kathy) voted.in favor, (Gordon, Loretta) opposed.
Motion carried.

After more discussion on the position of the Tribal Administrator, Loretta
made a motion to direct Mark to work on a plan concerning the Tribal Admin-
istrator position and bring that plan back to the Business Committee.

10:30 A.M. Kathy moved to recess. Loretta seconded. Motion carried.
