Oneida Domestic Violence Program

Philosophy:

To continue to strengthen and empower Indian women and children to maximize their potential for physical, emotional, spiritual and intellectual well-being.  Our philosophy encompasses healing the whole person.

Men’s Alternative Program

This is a 25 week program that meets weekly for a 2 hour session.  An assessment is required before entrance into the program.  Our program accepts referrals from Probation and Parole, Social Services organizations, other Domestic Violence programs, and, self referrals.  The program works with men in understanding violence as a dynamic in our lives and alternative behaviors to replace the hurt and harm.

Coordinated Community Response Team

The Team is an organization of agencies within the Oneida Nation, Brown and Outagamie counties.  The Overall objective is to develop plans and improve coordination of community resources to protect at-risk women and their children and hold the perpetrator(s) responsible for their behavior.

Children’s Program

This program is to help children recognize the dynamics of domestic violence, to aid children grieving losses resulting from violence, and to teach children empowerment strategies to preserve their safety and to educate children in non-violent methods to resolve conflicts.  Support Groups are available for children who are of school age.
