WHERBAS, the land now held by the Oneidas will be the foundation of to-
morrows Oneida Tribal people,

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED: that the General Tribal Council of the Oneida
Pribe of Indians of Wisconsin instruet the Business Committee to
secure the futube of the Tribe through the maintenance and reacquisition
of all Oneida lands, including those lands now designated as the
Sacred Heart Center.
