The OGC has determined that the above regulations are sufficiently captured in the (g) 
Promotional Progressive Pots and Pools.  
These regulations have been removed from Chapter 9 Cards Games in their entirety.  

(i) Promotional progressive pots and pools where funds
are maintained in the cage.
(1) Promotional funds removed from the card game

shall be placed in a locked container.
(2) Persons authorized to transport the locked

container shall be precluded from having access to
the contents keys.

(3) The contents key shall be maintained by personnel
independent of the card room.

(4) At least once a day, the locked container shall be
removed by two persons, one of whom is
independent of the card games department and
transported directly to the cage or other secure room
to be counted, recorded, and verified, prior to
accepting the funds into cage accountability.

(5) The posted pool amount shall then be updated to
reflect the current pool amount.
