Contract for road maintenance with the Bureau of Indian Affairs,
and

WHEREAS, the Oneida Tribe of Indians of Wisconsin has been allocated
$18,360.00 for Roads Maintenance in 1989.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED: that the Oneida Tribe of Indians of Wisconsin
enter into a 638 Roads Maintenance Contract with the Bureau of Indian Affairs
in 1989.
