WHEREAS,  the Oneida Business Committee has been delegated the authority of
Article IV, Section 1 of the Oneida Tribal Constitution by the
Oneida General Tribal Council, and

WHEREAS, the Oneida Business Committee through the Treasurer must submit a
proposed budget to General Tribal Council for FY'91, and

WHEREAS, the Oneida Business Committee wishes to establish guidelines to
assist administration in preparation of individual budgets.

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED: that the Oneida Business Committee instructs
administration to adhere to maintain an appropriate FY'90 Funding Level and
evaluation format philosophy for programs and enterprises preparing the FY'91
budgets.
