NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED: That the Oneida Business Committee request a
contract from the Bureau of Indian Affairs to provide funding from
unbanded allocations from computer services within the Oneida Bilingual/
Bicultural Program; and,

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED: That contract negotiations, amendments and/or modifications
be initiated through the Language Director and the Tribal Administrator
who will seek final approval of the Oneida Business Committee.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED: That all allocations pertaining to this contract be made
available April 1, 1983 VIA Letter of Credit and that the proposed term
of the contract commence on October 1, 1984 and complete September 30, 1985.
