Congress of American Indians and has been a strong supporter for

WHEREAS,  the registration fees for the amnual and semi-annual meetings are

prohibitively expensive for our elder, many of whom would like to
attend, and

WHEREAS,  N.C.A.I. has shown its respect for Indian elders in the past by
supporting favorable federal legislation and in other ways.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED: that the Oneida Tribe hereby requests and urges
the National Congress of American Indians to substantially reduce or omit all
registration fees for Tribal Elders.
