IV, Section 1 of the Oneida Tribal Constitution by the Oneida General
Tribal Council, to manage all the economic affairs and enterprises of the
Oneida Tribe, and

WHEREAS, the Oneida Tribe has acquired in fee status the following parcel described
as: Rajkovacz Property

Lot One (1), Certified Survey Map recorded in the office of the Register of Deeds in Volume
7, Certified Survey Maps, Page 85, said map being a part of Lot Two (2), of Volume 5
Certified Survey Maps, Page 247, said map being a part of Lot Seventeen (17) according to the
recorded Plat of Oakwood Acres, in the City of Green Bay, West Side of Fox River, Brown
County, Wisconsin .170 acres
