WHEREAS, the Oneida Business Committee has been delegated the authority of
Article 1V, Section 1 of the Oneida Tribal Constitution by the Oneida
General Tribal Council, and

WHEREAS: the Oneida Enterprises Development Authority borrowed 2.5 million
dollars to finance Oneida Nation Casino equipment and machines and
now amends said loan documents.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED: that the Oneida Business Committee
authorizes its Chairperson and its Treasurer to execute and deliver to Miller &
Schroeder Investments Corporation of Minneapolis the necessary documents to
facilitate the amendments to loan documents dated December 27, 1993 by the
Oneida Enterprise Development Authority.
