A new school would provide the op-
portunity for improved educational programs which would attract a larger student body and expand the
learning experience. The Nation’s goal is to provide a safe, functional learning environment that serves as
the foundation for a quality educational experience of all students, families and the Oneida Community.

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The project is being coordinated with CDC #16-011 Oneida Recreation Complex with the intention that
they will share a site/campus.

The proposed project would be a building of 110,772 square feet. The site analysis for the campus
determined a need for 50 to 60 acres of property.
